We’ll see Adam and Eve live in E ATI N
the Garden of Eden and see the scaffolding and smell the freshly-cut timbers in the busy work site of MUSEUM
Noah’s Ark. The themes of the exhibits resound in the theater presentations: Men in White, Six Days

of Creation, The Last Adam, and Dinosaurs and Dragons. The Special Effects Theater, complete with rumbling seats and rising
mists, takes visitors on a fantastic quest to find the real purpose and meaning of life. Dinner will be included tonight. (B,D)

Day 3: Following breakfast this morning we will spend the entire day at the Ark Encoun-
ter, located in Williamstown, Kentucky. The Ark is a Christian evangelistic outreach
w intended to bring the Ark of Noah’s day to life. Our admission during the 40 days & 40 Nights
1 at the Ark Festival will include live music in Noah’s Village as well as Christian programs and
: ' presentations by various speakers. Scheduled to perform today are world renown gospel music
B artists and also appearing will be speakers. Between concerts, there is so much to see and do.
We can explore the Ark Encounter with its state of the art exhibits, and understand the reality of
he events that are recorded in the book of Genesis: The global Flood did happen as an act of

.| God’s judgment. Noah and his family really did build a ship of the same size and dimensions as
written in Genesis 6. All of the animals brought by God to Noah did fit inside the Ark. Noah
and his family could care for all of the animals while they were on the Ark.
